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Remembering Sir Brian Clarke — leading stained-glass artist and designer
of the gallery windows at St Lawrenceés, who has died aged 71

We were saddened to hear of the death of Brian Clarke in
July. From his early roots in Lancashire, he was to
become one of the most important stained-glass artists in
the world. From the 1980’s onwards he collaborated with
some of the world’s most prominent architects to create
stained glass designs for hundreds of projects worldwide.
His majestic works graced shopping malls, airports,
mosques, synagogues and churches. In 2010 the Pope
blessed a stained-glass window he had created for the
papal nunciature in Wimbledon, replete with transparent
ultramarines and rich ruby reds. Here in Longridge we
have always been proud that we played a part in his early
career by commissioning him to design the St Lawrence’s gallery windows in 1974.

Once described as the ‘rock star of stained glass’, Clarke described his mission as resurrecting this
ancient art form and making it relevant to contemporary architecture. ‘Originally,” he said, ‘the
church was where stained glass was born and nourished, and to have it have another life, you had
to drag it kicking and screaming out of an ecclesiastical environment and into an urban, secular life.’
He has been a key figure in keeping this magnificent art form alive and relevant today.

Clarke saw stained glass as an art comparable with painting, poetry or music. ‘If you can harness
the liquid nature of the material,” he said, ‘you see the kind of elements that form the world: the fire,
the air, the bubbles, the fury of creation. When you look through a stained-glass window you have
not only a physical window, but also you have a metaphorical one on to the world.’

Brian was born in 1953 in Oldham, the son of Edward, a coal miner and Lilian, a cotton spinner. He
won a scholarship to the Oldham School of Arts and Crafts aged 11 and then went on to study at
Burnley School of Art from 1968. He had been interested in stained glass since his childhood. ‘| saw
a stained-glass window being installed in a church in Lancashire, and it filled me with interest for the
medium’. He never forgot this early experience and by 1973, barely into his twenties, he began to
work with glass. Based in Preston, he made a Guild Window for Preston Parish Church, also
individual windows at Coppull Church and St John’s Accrington. In 1974 Clarke travelled across
Europe as part of the Churchill Memorial Trust Fellowship, meeting other craftspeople and studying
the windows of cathedrals and churches.

At the end of 1974 he received the commission for the extensive series of windows in St Lawrence’s
Church. They hold an important place as Brian’s first really original works. My own memories of that
time were that my father Rev. Peter Furness was keen to have stained glass put into the gallery
windows at St Lawrence’s. He had heard of Brian from a friend of his, the Rev. Stanley Finch who
was a vicar in Burnley.

His daughter Liz Finch was an artist who Brian had met at art
school and later married. Brian duly came to tea at the
Vicarage to discuss the windows, and despite my dad’s initial
fears that the windows might be a little bit ‘modern’ for
somewhere like Longridge, | think Brian convinced him and
the commission went ahead, being donated by the Riding
family. Little did we know then that he was to become one of
the foremost international stained-glass artists.

The ten pairs of stained-glass windows (one pair shown here
on the left), reflect local scenes such as Longridge Fell and
Fairsnape, as well as the local reservoirs and quarries. The
group of windows were intended to harmonise with the
church’s architecture from both inside and outside.

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In the 2011 BBC Four documentary Brian Clarke: Colouring
Light - An Artist Apart, Clarke describes the project: 'Longridge
was a whole series of windows on the upper gallery of a church
that had particularly good light because there was nothing
interrupting the light on either the north or the south walls of the
church. It was the first time anybody had asked me to do a suite
of windows, rather than an individual thing. There wasn’t any
stained glass in those days that used such big sheets of colour.
| based the thing on the kind of green and blue of those
wonderful hills and reservoirs that exist around that part of
Lancashire. It was really just a very youthful, joyous, celebration
of the medium, in a building. | think that was the first time | really
knew that | wanted to alter the building, | wanted to make a
contribution to the building as a whole.'
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Other stained-glass commissions followed at All Saints,
Habergham, baptistry windows at St Gabriel’s Blackburn, and at
Christ Church, Thornton, giving Brian an opportunity to develop | One of the 10 pairs of windows at
his art in a variety of buildings and architectural styles. ‘When | St. Lawrence@ Church
started working in stained glass, it was a dying art’, he said. ‘I
knew from a very early age that the future of the medium would only be assured if it had an
application in public buildings and was not limited to ecclesiastical architecture’. In 1978, a year
before he published his first book, Architectural Stained Glass, he moved £
to London. His studio became a hive of creativity;

David Bailey was a friend, as were Francis Bacon, Vivienne Westwood,
Mick Jagger and Linda and Paul McCartney, for whom he designed the

w1 sets for two world tours. By this stage he
had come a long way from his Lancashire
roots.

When Clarke was awarded a knighthood
last year he became the first stained-glass

INSPIRATIONAL WORDS brought to us by Rev. Adrian Mairs
LIVE AS CHILDREN OF LIGHT

In our study of Ephesians on Sundays we noted that Paul encourages us
(ch5v8) to live as children of light and speaks of the fruit of light. | cannot be
certain if he is linking this verse with Galatians 5 where he speaks of the Fruit
of the Spirit but St. Paul is keen in all his writings to remind us to develop a
likeness to Christ. The Holy Spirit is committed to producing family
characteristics in those who follow Jesus. In Galatians 5v22 Paul lists nine
characteristics “Fruits” which when seen in our lives radically changes us and
our environment:

LOVE, JOY, PEACE, PATIENCE, KINDNESS, GOODNESS, FAITHFULNESS, GENTLENESS
AND SELF CONTROL.

The late J Stott in his commentary on Galatians helpfully reminds us these fruits love, joy, peace,
concern our attitude to God. Patience, kindness, goodness are social virtues and are manward
rather than Godward in direction. Faithfulness, gentleness, self control is about our reliability as
Christians.

It is worth noting that Paul speaks of fruit not fruits. We cannot pick and choose which quality we
would prefer as they come as a total package! Also they are not produced overnight, it is a lifelong
project. The Holy Spirit does not impose change in our lives, He only works in cooperation with our
hearts and wills. Do we desire to grow like Jesus in character, then the Holy Spirit will move our
hearts and wills.

He is at work in us as we worship, pray, read the Bible and when we are weary in these disciplines
he recreates the longing. He also challenges our wrong habits, attitudes and lifestyle as we have
noted clearly in our study of Ephesians.

The work of the Holy Spirit also assures us of our future inheritance. He makes the life of the future
real in each of us. Eternal life is not just an assured future hope it is a daily reality, one that begins
the moment we commit our lives in faith to Jesus.

In Ephesians 1v13/14 Paul writes you were marked with a seal, the promised Holy Spirit, who is a
deposit guaranteeing our inheritance until the redemption of those who are God’s possession.

The Christian life is a great journey, and yes, sometimes it is difficult, even hard but as these words
remind us we do not journey alone.

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Making the most of the Summer weather -
repairs and alterations continue at both churches

Parishioners will no doubt have spotted
that the long-planned refurbishment
work has started on St Lawrence&
lychgate. Following the successful
completion of the fund-raising
campaign earlier this year, we had a
pre-start meeting with our surveyors :
Jubb Clews and contractors Robinsons .
Preservation Ltd, and the scaffold went %
up, very appropriately, the day after the ==
feast of St Lawrence on 10" August.
Let’s hope that St Lawrence is smiling
down on us and that this augurs well
for the successful completion of the
project! The whole lychgate roof has :
been temporarily raised up a few centimetres and propped on steel beams to allow the new oak
timber sections to be fitted beneath.

Once all the decayed timbers have been replaced, wood stain will be applied and some essential
roof and gutter repairs undertaken, all of which will preserve the whole structure well into the future.

Visitors to the churchyard will also have seen the new handrails in the Garden of Remembrance,
which were installed along the steps and pathways
at the beginning of July. The need for handrails to
assist people to use the steps safely was first
identified by regular users of this part of the
churchyard, particularly those less able to get
about. Carter & Duck Blacksmiths Ltd fabricated
the rails at their forge near Stonyhurst and worked
extremely hard over three days to install them in
the churchyard, and needless to say they have
been in constant use since they were installed.

New Handrails in the
Garden of Remembrance
at St. Lawrence@ Church

What a brilliant job they did, and we have had
many positive comments from visitors.
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repairs and alterations at both churches continued é ¢é ¢é .

Following the go-ahead from the Diocese, we are pleased that Carter & Duck will also be
manufacturing and installing handrails in St Paul& Church later in September.

For some time there have been safety concerns about the lack of handrails to help people use the
steps onto the dais. Two handrails will be installed, one to each side of the dais, and this will enable
easier and safer access to the chancel, lectern, choirstalls and high altar rail. We have been very
fortunate, and grateful, to receive grant funding to cover the cost of the handrails projects at both
churches from the C of E Disability Project Parish Grants Scheme.

We have also benefitted from a Minor Repairs and Improvements Grant from Blackburn Diocese to
enable us to carry out some urgent repairs to the North Porch at St Paulé. The porch is no
longer used as a vestry, but now houses / i - .
Longridge Foodbank, so it is important that
the space is kept wind and weathertight. The
stone cross on the porch roof had become
dislodged and the bedding and pointing of
the gable stone copings had also failed,
together with the adjoining leadwork and a
few slates. Following full scaffolding of the
porch we welcomed back Heritage Property
Repairs to carry out these repairs at the end
of July. We are delighted that the cross is
now safe on its base, and all stonework and
roof repairs successfully completed.

So all in all, a busy and successful Summer
of work to keep our two churches and
churchyard safe and welcoming places.

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HYMNATHON! And the importance of singing hymns...

Recently I've been reminded by an organist friend how fortunate we are to F
have such an excellent instrument at Longridge. | think his exact words ,
were "l think this is easily the best instrument in the diocese", not that I'm
surprised at all by his remark, | had thought as much when | first played this
instrument as part of a recital series organised by the organist at the time
(Rebekah Okpoti) in 2022. As the current resident organist, | feel at least
partly responsible for the maintenance of the organ. With almost thrice the
number of keys as a piano and 28 speaking stops, you can appreciate the
maintenance of such an instrument is not straightforward. A regular tuning
session involves two skilled technicians and the best part of a day, costing
over £270. A fundraising organ recital seems the obvious solution; however,
since most of you hear me play every Sunday (some of you twice!!) there
isn't much you haven't heard already. Then | thought of the idea of a '"Hymnathon'.

This is how it'll work: you can sponsor your favourite hymn - you can choose a hymn, make a
donation and I'll play it (and hopefully everyone will join in with the singing), much like the old-
fashioned jukeboxes pubs used to have. After all, hymns are the bread and butter of Anglican
Church worship. In our hymn books there are a few hundred years worth of hymns and hymn tunes,
many of which we know and love, but for one reason or another don't sing very often anymore.

In a recent conversation with Rev. Mike, I've bemoaned the fact that a great number of these
hymns, which | consider a staple of the Anglican church liturgy, are no longer being taught in church
schools. These hymns not only are a legacy left by hymn writers and composers in centuries gone
by, but they are also powerful tools in the ministry of our faith. If that sounds really grandiose and
far removed from the everyday life, just try this as a social experiment: ask a friend to recite their
favourite Bible reading, then ask them to try sing their favourite hymn (or ones they remember from
a memorable service they attended if they are not regular church-goers, i.e. a wedding or funeral of
someone close to them). They are far more likely to succeed in remembering the hymns than the
readings. Of course many hymns are actually based on Bible readings, so hymn singing is
effectively a very efficient way of subconsciously memorising bible passages or an interpretation of
certain bible verses. But what would hymn singing be without the organ! (I know I'm biased) the
point is - what better way is there to fundraise for the maintenance of the organ by celebrating the
two key components (at least in my mind) of Anglican church worship. In short, it'll be an hour long
'Hymnathon' with a light-hearted musical quiz (with prizes!!) and a few surprises thrown in from the
organ and the choir to keep you on your toes.

If this is the sort of fun event which floats your boat, please turn up at St. Paul's on Sunday 26th
October at 2pm, the entry fee is £3 (kids free) and there will be tea and cake with raffle at 4pm. If
you'd like to sponsor a hymn, there will be a box at the back of church near the West doors with
slips of paper and envelopes - simply write your favourite hymn/a hymn that means a lot to you on a
bit of paper and stick it in an envelope with a donation, and put it in the box.

I'm really looking forward to this 'Hymnathon' event, and I'm hoping many of you will join me in this
celebration of hymns.

Over the 40+ years of my involvement in Mothers’ Union one of christian care for families
the schemes that | have found most interesting is what started

out as the “Literacy Project” and is now known as The “Literacy and Financial Education
Programme”.

The following facts highlight the long term impact of this work over the last 20 years, concentrating
on the results in Burundi.

The highlights include:

1 Over 165,000 people (77% women) have participated in the programme in some of the most
disadvantaged and hard to reach communities.

1 Of those participants over 144,00 have learned to read and write and now have formal literacy
qualification. This accounts for 2.9% of the adult literate population in Burundi.

1 7,500 participants accessed the parenting education element of the programme which has
resulted in improved relationships between spouses and their children.

1 98% of participants interviewed report that their ability to now read the Bible has changed their
relationship with God and given them a greater sense of belonging to their local church.

1 6,200 savings and loans associations have been created. Over 84% of those formed have
continued and many replicated organically beyond the formal support of the programme.

1 The economic and social impacts of the programme deliver on eight of the UN Sustainable
Development Goals, alongside nurturing self worth, value and spiritual maturing; which in turn
empowers participants to take on leadership within their churches and wider communities.

MU have worked in partnership with Five Talents, Development Services International (DSI)
and Lakarmissionen (LM) to create this sustainable programme, highlighting the impact of
successful partnership working.”

It is hard to imagine just how much of a difference this has/will make to the participants and their
families and long may this work continue.

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TRAVELS WITH DOROTHY LAVER -
Route 66: The most famous Highway in the USA

In June 1988 i embarked on my first ever visit to the
USA . Graham and | had poured over travel books and
maps over the winter (no internet or google maps back
then!) and devised a three week road trip from
Denver in the Rocky Mountains to Seattle on the
Pacific coast. We didn’t pre-book any motels in
advance and mainly used basic campsites in the
national parks. The trip had so many highlights
including the Black Hills and Mount Rushmore in
South Dakota (with the four Presidents’ heads carved }
in stone) and Yellowstone National Park with its
geysers (Old Faithful). We were hooked on roadtrips and went back to the USA the following year,
this time driving from Los Angeles to San Francisco visiting several more national parks including
The Grand Canyon, Death Valley and Yosemite.

Route 66 has to be the most famous highway in the
USA crossing eight states and three time zones from
its start in the windy city of Chicago on Lake
Michigan to its end 2,300 miles later at Santa Monica
pier in Los Angeles on the Pacific Ocean. It takes in
the vast plains of the mid-west and the epic western

| deserts. Route 66 played a huge part in the story of

‘Mother Road’ by the novelist John Steinbeck. People
who had built their lives in the Eastern States found
their world came crashing down in the 1920s and
1930s with the Great Depression , Prohibition and
the Dust Bowl and with desperation they packed their cars and trucks and headed west to
California dreaming of new opportunities and to start all over ; G e
again.

Route 66 , officially opened in 1926, wasn’t a new road rather
it came into existence by the federal authorities aligning
stretches of existing road and calling it Route 66. It helped to
distribute America’s population from the areas affected by the
Depression to the new areas in the west. The people
migrating west along it were really heading into the

unknown , much as the wagon trains had done in the 19™
Century. They would drive as far as they could each day and
then check in to a ‘motor hotel’-a motel. Where there was a
motel there would always be somewhere for the people to eat B+
(a diner) and a gas (petrol) station. From 1945 to 1965 many =&
businesses opened along the route to service the increased |
travel prompted by the post war economic boom.

Route 66 only existed as a unified road until 1985
when the interstate system officially superceded it. .
The towns which had grown up and expanded to
cater for the mass migration were effectively
bypassed and some fell into decline or became
ghost towns. Although Route 66 was removed from
official maps in 1985 since then its spirit and
mystique has only grown and grown. You can still
follow sections of the original alignment and see
diners, motels with neon signs, family owned cafes
aswell as bizarre tourist attractions (giant Muffler
men). It has inspired many movies such as Easy
Rider , Cars and Thelma and Louise.

In 2023 | was talking to a friend, Betty, in my
camping club and we discovered that we both had
Route 66 on our bucket lists. Betty had two friends,
Pat and Elaine, who were also interested in such a
trip . An organised two week holiday driving by
coach from Chicago to Los Angeles was considered
but due to the amount of time just spent sitting on a
coach, this option was discounted. We wanted to
decide what we wanted to see. Like the original migrants we wanted to explore the unknown and
have an adventure. We decided to hire our own car and start in St Louis 300 miles south west of
Chicago and finish in Las Vegas . This would allow us time to veer off Route 66 and visit the

~ Grand Canyon and Monument Valley.

We had an amazing road trip in
September 2024 covering over 2,000
miles with only a few navigational
errors which added to the adventure.
(The car did have a sat nav but we
were old school and had a map of the
historic Route!) . We even saw a Blue
Whale in Oklahoma but I'll have to
write about that for you another time.
